Q: Why after inserting DVD disc in the disc slot, a dialogue window appears that
asks toinput a 4 digits password?

A:This is because the movie you are playing was rated with the Parental Control,
and the currentrating level of DVD player is lower than the current disc. You
must input right password and enter it to entry Parental Control setup menu and
then set a equal or higher rating level than one of current disc. So that you can
playback the disc.You must change the Parental Control setting to higher rating
level.

Parental Control

The Parental Control function of a DVD player can control the playback of movie
rated level in a disc.

The rating level setup can
be protected by the password. Therein, if you select Unlock, the Parental Control
function will be invalid, and all level DVD rating will be played.

5.14 Program Playback

It allows you to enter the order in which you want some chapters/tracks in
DVD/VCD/MP3/WMA/CD disc to play.

1 During playback, press the PROG button to enter a program interface as
follows:

5.15 Playback the Picture CD in JPEG Format

1. Theroot menuis displayed on the monitor when beginning to switch on DISC
mode. At the time, it plays MP3/WMAfile.(the TITLE or MENU button is not
available).

In the root menu, the left file sorticon is for MP3/WMA file; the middle file sort
icon is for JPEG file; the right file sorticon is for VIDEO file. If one of these 3
file sort does not exist, you cannot move cursor onto the file sorticon.

2. When displaying the root menu, press the direction buttons to select your
desired FOLDER, file or file sorticon, then press the OK or PLAY button to
openthe FOLDER, or play the selected file, or play only this sort of file.
When displaying the root menu, you can also use the number buttons to
select the serial number of the file and play the file.

When you select a JPEG file sorticon, press the ~ or > button to select the
first JPEG file, then press the v button to select the desired JPEG file, finally
pressthe OK or PLAY/PAUSE button to display the JPEG picture in full screen
from the selected JPEG picture.

When playing a DVD disc, press the SUBTITLE button repeatedly to select
the language of the caption or turn off the caption.(depend on the current

When playing a VCD/MP3/WMA/CD disc, the button is not available.

5.11 Change the Audio Language

1. When playing a DVD disc, press the AUDIO button repeatedly on the remote
control to select the desired language type. (depend on the current disc)

2. When playing a VCD disc, press the AUDIO button repeatedly to select the
sound mode of the MONO L, MONO R, MIX MONO and Stereo, no language
function.

3. When playing a CD/WMA/MP3 disc, the AUDIO button is disabled.

5.12 Change the Video Signal System

During playback of DVD/VCD disc, press the BAND(P/N) button on the front
panel or on the remote control repeatedly to change the VIDEO SIGNAL
SYSTEM mode.

5.13 Look overthe Playback Status

1. When playing a DVD disc, press the OSD button repeatedly on the
remote control to turn on/off the playback status. When itis on, it will
display the information such as: the serial number of the playing title, the
serial number of the playing chapter, the elapsed time of the playing chapter,
the remained time of the playing chapter, the elapsed time of the playing title,
the remained time of the playing title, etc.

2. When playing a VCD/CD disc, press the OSD button repeatedly on the
remote control to turn on/off the playback status. When itis on, it will
display the information such as: the serial number of the playing track, the
elapsed time of the playing track, the remained time of the playing track, the
elapsted time of the disc, the remained time of the disc.

To adjust the sound equalizer curves, briefly and repeatedly press the SEL
button to select the sound equalizer curves of VOL, BAS(without preset EQ),
TRE (without preset EQ), BAL, FAD, then rotate the VOL knob on the front
panel or press the + or - button to adjust level.
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3. Radio Operation

1. BAND BUTTON
In RADIO mode, press the BAND button on the remote control or on the front panel to
select your desired radio band of FM1, FM2, FM3, AM1 and Am2, then the selected BAND
will be displayed on the front panel monitor.

2. TUNE/SEEK UP/DOWN BUTTONS
In RADIO mode:

1) Long press the UP/DN button on the front panel or the >>|/ |<< button on the remote control
to automatically search up/down for a available station from the current frequency.

2) Briefly press the UP/DN button on the front panel or the >>| / |<< button on the remote control
to manually search up or down with step by step for your desired station from the current
frequency.

3. APS BUTTON
In RADIO mode:

1) By long pressing the APS button, the radio searches from the lowest frequency and checks
the signal strength level until 1 cycle search is finished. then the 6 strongest stations are
preset to the corresponding preset number memory bank. The AS operation is implemented in
each bank of the selected band. When the AS operation is finished, it will resume broadcasting
on the M1.(It can store 3x6 stations for FM and 2x6 stations for AM in all)

2) When briefly pressing the APS button on the front panel or the remote control, the radio
searches for each preset station from the M1. When the field strength level is more than the
threshold level of the stop level, the radio is holding at that preset number for few seconds with
releasing mute, and then searches again. After finishing a circle of searching, it will stop
searching on the M1.

NOTE: In FM band, FM1,FM2,FM3 is checked one at a time.

In AM band, AM1, AM2 is checked one at a time.

4. PRESET STATION [ 1-6 ] BUTTONS
In RADIO mode:

1) To memorize the current frequency on the current band, long press any one of the six preset
buttons (1-6) .

2) To recall the preset memory on the current band, press one of the preset buttons [1-6] .

5. STEREO/MONO BUTTON
Press the ST button on the remote control to select the STEREO or MONO sound mode for
FM band.

6. LOC BUTTON

1) In RADIO mode, when the signal of the distance radio station is very weak and the receiving
effect is bad during tuning, check whether there is the word LOC on LCD. If there is the word
LOC on LCD, press this button to turn off the LOC function, then tune again for the distance
radio station;

2) In RADIO mode, when the signal of the local radio station is too strong to lead that the
interference to the receiving effect during tuning, press this button to turn on the LOC function
to display the word LOC on LCD, then tune again for the local radio station.
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5.5 Playbackin Scan Mode

1. When playing a VCD(PBC OFF)/CD disc, press the INT button to play the
previous 15 seconds part of each track on the disc. Press the INT button
again to resume normal playback.

2. When playing a DVD/MP3/WMA disc, the INT button is not available.

5.6 Playback from a specified chapter/track or a specified time

1. When playing a DVD disc, press the SEARCH button to display a interface
and highlight the title item, then use the number buttons to input the serial
number of the title; use the direction buttons to highlight the chapter item,
then use the number buttons to input the serial number of the chapter; you
can still use the direction buttons to highlight the time item, then use the
number buttons to input the desired time to start playback; finally press the
OK or PLAY button to play the selected chapter or play from the selected
time.

2. When playing a VCD/MP3/WMA/CD disc, press the SEARCH button to
display a interface and highlight the track item, then use the number buttons
to input the serial number of the track; you can still use the direction buttons
to highlight the time item, then use the number buttons to input the desired
time to start playback; finally press the OK or PLAY button to play the selected
track or play from the selected time.

5.7 Playback in Random

When playing DVD/VCD(PBC OFF)/MP3/WMA/CD disc, press the RDM
button to switch between RANDOM (ON)/RANDOM OFF. When in RANDOM
(ON) mode, it will play in random.

5.8 Playback in Different Angle

1. When playing a VCD/MP3/WMA/CD disc , the ANGLE button on the remote
control is not available.

2. When playing a DVD disc, press the ANGLE button repeatedly on the

remote control to view in different angle.(This function is only for the DVD
discs with ANGLE function)

5.9 Playbackin Zoom Mode

In DVD/VCD mode, during playback, press the ZOOM button continuously
to enlarge a certain area of the images on the screen with these multiples:
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During slow forward, press the PLAY button to resume normal playback.

This function is only for video.

5.3 Playback with still frame

If the unitis currently playing DVD/VCD disc, press the STEP button
consecutively to display the still frame forward with step by step.

Press the PLAY button to resume normal playback.

5.4 Playback Repeatedly

5.4.1 ONE/ALL Repeat

1. Inthe mode of DVD disc playback:
Pressthe RPT button to select REP CHAPTER, REP TITLE, REP ALL
or REP OFF.

2. Inthe mode of VCD(PBC OFF)/CD disc playback:
pressthe RPT button to select REP ONE, REP ALL or OFF.
When itis in the state of PBC ON, during VCD disc playing, the RPT
button are not available.

3. Inthe mode of MP3/WMA disc playback:
Pressthe RPT button to select REP ONE, REP DIR, REP ALL or OFF.

5.4.2 A-B Repeat

Press the A-B button if you want to repeat a specific segment on a disc
that you define:

1. Pressthe A-B button at a point (A) where you want it to be the start point
of the repeat segment. Press the A-B button again at a point (B) where you
want it to be the terminal point of the repeat segment. Then it will play the
segmentrepeatedly.

2. Tocancelthe A-Brepeat mode and resume normal playback, press the A-B
button for the third time.

Note:
During VCD/MP3/WMA/CD playback, points Aand B must be within the
same track.

During DVD playback, points Aand B can be selected from different chapters.

4. Basic Disc, USB or MMC/SD Operation

4.1 Begin playback

1. Toconnectan external monitor to this unit.
Connect the video output of this unit to the video input of the external
monitor, and select the right video input on the menu of the external
monitor.

Common Question
: There is nothing displayed on the monitor when the DVD player is
turned on. How to solve this problem?
A: Ensure that the monitor was set to right video input(not TV channel); for
example, if you make VIDEO1 INPUT of the monitor and DVD player
connected
with each other, then you need to set the monitor input to VIDEO1.

2. Pressthe RELEASE button to drop down the front panel.

3. Insertadiscinto the DISC SLOT(Label surfaceup), then flip up the
front panel till hearing a clip.

INOTE

1. Discsthat are scratched, poorly manufactured or recorded in low quality,
may not play.

2. If the player cannotread disc under normal condition, please try to
eject and reload the disc again.

3. Remark:

1) In addition to normal CD and DVD, this unit supports to play CD-R,
CD-R/W, DVD-R and DVD-R/W as well; however, depending on the
conditions of the recording equipment, recording program or the disc
itself, some CD-R, CD-R/W, DVD-R or DVD-R/W may not play.

2) When dealing with CD-R, CD-R/W, DVD-R or DVD-R/W recording,
too high speed recording may result in poor signal quality and therefore,
we recommend selecting the lowest recording speed as possible.
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4.2 Pause Playback

When playing a DVD/VCD/CD/MP3/WMAdisc , press the PAUSE button on
remote control to pause the playback, press the PLAY button to resume normal
playback.

4.3 Stop Playback

When playing a DVD/VCD/MP3/WMA/CD disc, press the STOP button once to
pause the playback, then press the PLAY button to resume the normal playback;
press the STOP button twice to full stop the playback, then press the PLAY
button to start playback from the beginning of the first chapter/track.

4.4 Select Chapter/Track with the UP/DN or the >>|/|<< Button

Press the UP/DN button on the front panel or the >>|/ |<< button on the remote
control during playback to select the next or previous chapter/track to playback.

Note: Press the UP/DN or the >>|/|<< button multiple times to advance multiple
chapters/tracks forward or backward.

4.5 Select Chapter/Track with the Number Buttons

When playing a DVD/VCD(PBC OFF)/MP3/WMA/CD disc, press one of the 1~9
andthe 0/10 number buttons on the remote control to directly select and play the
1stto 10th track/chapter (the 0/10 button is used as the 10 button).

If you want to play the track/chapter that serial number is bigger than 10, use the

10+, 1~9 and 0/10 button. Example 1, to play the 13th track/chapter, first press

the 10+ button once, then press the 3 button. Example 2, to play the 34th track/

chapter, first press the 10+ button for 3 times, then press the 4 button.(the 0/10

button is used as the 0 button)

Note: long pressing the +10 or -10 button can play the next 10 or previous 10
chapter/track(only for MP3/WMA).

4.6 Select Chapter/Track with the Root/PBC Menu (If the disc includes the

When playing a DVD disc

Press the TITLE button on the remote control to display the title list.

Press the direction buttons to select your desired title, and then press the OK
or PLAY button to open the root menu of the selected title.

Press the direction buttons to select your desired chapter, finally press the
OK or PLAY button to play the selected chapter.

During playback, pressing the MENU button can directly display the root
menu of the title thatis playing.

In VCD mode

1. When starting to turn on the PBC function, it will play from the beginning of
the disc till it display the PBC menu on monitor if the disc include the PBC
menu.

2. Pressthe number buttons to select your desired track to play.

In MP3/WMA mode

1. Theroot menuis displayed onthe monitor screen all the time(and the TITLE
or MENU button is not available).

2. Pressthe direction buttons to select your desired FOLDER, then press the
OK or PLAY button to open the FOLDER, and then press the direction buttons
to select your desired file, finally press the OK button to play the selected file.

In CD mode, the TITLE, PBC, MENU buttons are disabled.

4.7 Terminate the Playback

1. Pressthe RELEASE button to flip down the front panel, then press the
EJECT button to eject disc, and then remove the disc and flip up the front
panel till hearing a clip.

2. Longpressthe POWER button on the front panel or briefly press the POWER
button on the remote control to turn off the DVD player.

5. Advanced Disc, USB or MMC/SD Operation

5.1 Playback with Speed

During normal playback, long press the UP/DN button on the front panel or
the >>|/|<< button on the remote control continuously to fast forwards
or backwards at the following speeds: x2, x4, x8, x20, normal.

During speed playback, press the PLAY button to resume normal playback.

5.2 Playback with Slow Speed

During playback , press the SLOW_FWD button to execute the Slow
Forward function.

With each consecutive pressing of the SLOW_FWD button, the playback
speed decreases. The speed levelsin Slow Forward are as follows:
x1/2,x1/3,x1/4,x1/5,x1/6,x1/7 ,normal.
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
